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Session 1 

 

Heb 8:1-2(NKJV) 1Now this is the main point of 
the things we are saying: We have such a High 
Priest, who is seated at the right hand of the 
throne of the Majesty in the heavens, 2a 
Minister of the sanctuary and of the true 
tabernacle which the Lord erected, and not man. 

 

Before we can understand the Tabernacle, we 

must understand the need for the Tabernacle. 

The Tabernacle was a meeting place where a Holy 

God could and would meet with sinful man.  

 

The need for the meeting place was created in 

the Garden of Eden when Adam sinned.   

 

Before then, the Spirit of God and the spirit of 

Adam where together but when Adam sinned, 

however, the Spirit of God separated from his 

spirit and therefore Adam became spiritually 

dead. 

 

When Adam sinned, we all became sinners 

because all are from Adam.  No longer could a 

Holy God and sinful man meet because sin could 

not be in the presence of God.  Sin had created a 

breech between God and man.  

 

Since God is the only one that bridges this gap, He 

took the initiative to create a meeting place.  

Although the assumption is that God still 

communicated with Adam we do not have any 

Biblical record of God ever meeting with Adam 

again on this earth.  
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God chose Abraham to start a new line or a new 

seed.  Abraham was born a gentile but when God 

entered into covenant with Abraham, Abraham 

became a Jew.

obedience that made him a Jew.  What makes you 

Christian is not your title or your heritage.  What 

makes you a Christian is your personal obedience

you through Jesus Christ.   

 

Gen 15:8-15      
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God came down and met with Abraham and in 

our text, we see God cutting a covenant with 

Abraham.  We also ǎŜŜ IƛƳ ǇǊƻǇƘŜǎȅƛƴƎ ǿƘŀǘΩǎ 

ƎƻƛƴƎ ǘƻ ƘŀǇǇŜƴ ǘƻ !ōǊŀƘŀƳΩǎ ŘŜǎŎŜƴŘŜƴǘǎΦ 

 

There were 70 that went into Egypt and there 

were over a million that came out of Egypt on 

their day of deliverance.   

 

They were in a strange place and afflicted for 400 

years and the more they were afflicted, the more 

they grew.   

 

God will often times incubate us in the heat of 

affliction to grow us, not to destroy us! 

 

Imagine being one of the people living in Egypt in 

aƻǎŜǎΩ generation. There had been 400 years of 

silence from God.  10 generations to lose faith in 

God.  
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Not only did non-believers surround them, but 

they were also surrounded by idols and idol 

worship.  No one respected them, their God or 

their worship to their God.  In fact, for 10 

generations, they were not free to worship their 

God because they were in bondage.  

 

How distant God must have seemed to them!  

God was just a story of their great, great, great, 

great, great, great, great, great grandfather.  

 

But during this time, their affection did not go 

unnoticed by God.  In His timing, He called and 

sent Moses to lead them out to the meeting 

place!  

 

Moses was excited about it because he had met 

with God already and had been in His presence.

presence, you get excited.  But others that

(Psa 16:11 NKJV)  You will show me the path of 

life; In Your presence is fullness of joy; At Your 

right hand are pleasures forevermore. 

 

(Psa 122:1 NKJV)  I was glad when they said to 

me, "Let us go into the house of the LORD." 

 

The Children of Israel follow Moses out of Egypt 

into the wilderness to meet with God.

There is a place ς where God wants to meet!  
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The Children of Israel have been called out of 

Egypt to worship a God from whom they have 

never heard.  Their parents, grandparents, great 

grandparents, etc had not heard from this God 

either.

complainers!  No wonder they wanted to go back

in bondage, belittled and brutalized, at least they 

knew what to expect!  

 

When sin ƛǎ ŀƭƭ ȅƻǳΩǾŜ ƪƴƻǿƴ ŀƴŘ ȅƻǳ ŎƻƳŜ ǘƻ 

Christ, at the first sign of trouble you want to go 

back to it.  Even though it was bondage and hell 

ƻƴ ŜŀǊǘƘΣ ƛǘΩǎ ǎƻƳŜǘƘƛƴƎ ȅƻǳ ŀǊŜ ŦŀƳƛƭƛŀǊ ǿƛǘƘΣ ǎƻ 

you want to go back. 

 

But God is trying to show you the new path and 

ǘƘŜ ƴŜǿ ǿŀȅ ƻŦ ƭƛŦŜΦ  ¢ƘŀǘΩǎ ǿƘȅ ŘƛǎŎƛǇƭŜǎƘƛǇ ƛǎ ǎƻ

feeding you a new diet. 

 

Ex 19:3-6 

 

God meets with Moses to declare His intents for 

the Children of Israel.   

 

Vs 10-11 

 

People received instructions to ready themselves 

to meet with God!   

 

Remember, none of the children of Israel (except 

Moses) has seen, heard or met with God for over 

400 years!   
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400 years of silence, but when God breaks His 

silence, boy does He! Vs 16-19 

 

The first time Moses went to the mountain, God 

met him in a burning bush. This time, when 

Moses got there, the whole mountain was on fire! 

No matter how great you thought He was the last 

ǘƛƳŜΣ IŜΩƭƭ ōŜ greater the next time. 

 

(Eph 1:17-19)  that the God of our Lord Jesus 

Christ, the Father of glory, may give to you the 

spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge 

of Him, {18} the eyes of your understanding being 

enlightened; that you may know what is the hope 

of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of 

His inheritance in the saints, {19} and what is the 

exceeding greatness of His power toward us who 

believe, according to the working of His mighty 

power 

 

Moses lead them out of the camp to meet with 

God. Moses is excited!  The people scared spit-

less.   ¢ƘŜȅ ŘƛŘƴΩǘ ǿŀƴǘ ǘƻ ƳŜet with God because 

they were afraid of Him.  Ex 20:18-21 

 

There is a place ς where God wants to meet!  

 

Up the Mountain Moses goes to meet with God. 

While on the Mountain, God gave Moses two 

things:   

 

The Law is DƻŘΩǎ ǊŜǉǳƛǊŜƳŜƴǘǎ ŦƻǊ ŀ ǇŜǊǎƻƴ ǘƻ ōŜ 

able to be declared Holy and acceptable to Him.   

 

¢ƘŜ ƭŀǿ ƛǎ ƎƻƻŘΧ  
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(Psa 19:7)  The law of the LORD is perfect, 

converting the soul;  

 

(Rom 7:7)  What shall we say then? Is the law sin? 

Certainly not! On the contrary, I would not have 

known sin except through the law.  

 

.ǳǘ ǘƘŜ [ŀǿ ŎƻǳƭŘƴΩǘ bring us to God.  (Rom 3:20)  

Therefore by the deeds of the law no flesh will be 

justified in His sight, for by the law is the 

knowledge of sin. 

 

The problem was that by the time Moses got 

down from the mountain, they had already 

broken them.

{ƻ ȅƻǳΩǊŜ ƴŜǾŜǊ ƎƻƛƴƎ ǘƻ ōŜ ŀōƭŜ ǘƻ ƳŜŜǘ DƻŘ 

through the Law because it shows you how far 

away you are from God. 

 

The Word of God tells us (Rom 3:23 NKJV)  for all 

have sinned aƴŘ Ŧŀƭƭ ǎƘƻǊǘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ƎƭƻǊȅ ƻŦ DƻŘΧ 

 

If all Moses had brought down from that 

Mountain was the Law, there would have been no 

hope for any of us because the Law declares us 

guilty and therefore condemns us because of the 

sin within us.   
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But I thought that the purpose of God bringing 

them out of Egypt was so that He could meet with 

them.   

 

Remember, before we can understand the 

purpose of the Tabernacle and its spiritual 

significance for our lives today, we must 

understand the need for the Tabernacle.   

 

The Law shows me how bad I need a meeting 

place with God.   

 

Remember there was a tension in the character of 

God in the Garden of Eden.  

 

DƻŘΩǎ justice, which demands penalty and 

payment for sin but yet, His mercy, which reaches 

out to the sinner.  The Law ǿŀǎ DƻŘΩǎ ƧǳǎǘƛŎŜΦ  The 

Tabernacle ǿŀǎ DƻŘΩǎ ƳŜǊŎȅΦ 

 

Ex 25:1-9  

 

There is a place ς where God wants to meet!  

 

I want you to notice something here in Ex 25.

giving!  They are going to give the materials to 

make the place!  Take their stuff to make me a 

place to dwell.  These are the same people who 

gave their earrings to build an idol! 
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God was saying - I want you to teach the people 

to treat me better than they did their other gods. 

/ŀǳǎŜ LΩƳ ƧŜŀƭƻǳǎ ƻŦ ǿƘŀǘ ǘƘŜȅ ŘƛŘ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜƛǊ ƻǘƘŜǊ 

gods. 

 

Think about all the energy, strength and money 

you spent on your other life!  God wanted them 

to have a personal investment in the making of 

Iƛǎ ǘŀōŜǊƴŀŎƭŜΦ  Lǘ ǿŀǎƴΩt that God needed their 

ƎƻƭŘΦ  LǘΩǎ ŀƭƭ Iƛǎ ŀƴȅǿŀȅΗ   But when you have an 

investment, it indicates that God has your 

attention! 

 

What will you see as we get into the Tabernacle? 

 

You are going find the tribes of Israel surrounding 

a huge tent with a big yard that has an inner tent 

with two compartments.  

 

 

 

The big yard is called the outer courts.  

 

The 1st compartment of the inner tent is called 

the Holy place or the inner court.  
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The 2nd compartment is called the Holy of Holies.  

 

Throughout the Tabernacle you will see pieces of 

furniture each filled with revelation ς power and 

deliverance.  

 

You are going to see the clearest picture of Christ 

that can be seen. 

 

There is a place ς where God wants to meet!  

 

Remember (Heb 8:1-5) that the Old Testament 

Tabernacle was a shadow of the true Tabernacle 

in Heaven and this became clearly important to 

your salvation the day that Jesus arose from the 

dead. 

 

As we go through this series on the Tabernacle, 

you are going to see that Jesus was the 

Tabernacle.   

 

The Tabernacle foreshadowed Jesus and the 

Tabernacle spiritually represented Jesus in the 

flesh.   

 

(John 1:1-3 NKJV)  In the beginning was the Word, 

and the Word was with God, and the Word was 

God. {2} He was in the beginning with God. {3} All 

things were made through Him, and without Him 

nothing was made that was made. 

 

(John 1:14 NKJV)  And the Word became flesh and 

dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the 

glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of 

grace and truth. 
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There is a word that is used in association with 

ǘƘŜ ¢ŀōŜǊƴŀŎƭŜΣ ŎŀƭƭŜŘ ά{ƘŜƪƛƴŀƘέ ƎƭƻǊȅΦ  

 

{ƘŜƪƛƴŀƘ ƳŜŀƴǎ άǘƘŜ ƎƭƻǊȅ ƻŦ DƻŘ ŘǿŜƭƭƛƴƎ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ

Jesus was the Shekinah glory of God.  He was the 

glory of God dwelling in the midst of His people. 

John 1:1-3,14 ς The Word was made flesh and 

ŘǿŜƭǘΧ ŀƴŘ ōŜƘŜƭŘ Iƛǎ glory! 

 

You could see the Tabernacle for miles with those 

white sheets flapping in the wind against the 

desert background.  

 

You could see the Shekinah glory hovering over 

the tabernacle all of which was nothing more 

than a shadow of what Jesus was.  

 

The white sheets and animal skins that made up 

ǘƘŜ ǘŀōŜǊƴŀŎƭŜ ǿŜǊŜ ŀ ǎƘŀŘƻǿ ƻŦ WŜǎǳǎΩ ŦƭŜǎƘΦ   

 

The invisible God found a way to meet fallen man.     

 

Jesus was God and man fused together. 

 

He was man enough to drink the milk of His 

mother and God enough to create the milk He 

was drinking!   

 

He was man enough to hang on the cross and God 

enough to create the tree that was made into that 

cross. 
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What the tabernacle was in shadow, Christ was in 

the flesh.  In fact, when Christ was on the cross 

and the Roman guard pierced His side, the veil in 

the temple was ripped from the top to the 

bottom. 

 

This is because the veil in the natural represented 

Christ in the spiritual.  When He ripped, the veil 

ripped so that we could come boldly into the 

presence of God because God wants to meet with 

us!
