Moses took his tent and pitched it outside the 

camp, far from the camp, and called it the 

tabernacle of meeting. And it came to pass that 

everyone who sought the LORD went out to the 

tabernacle of meeting which was outside the 

camp. 

 

The tabernacle is on the outside of the camp 

because of their sin of worshipping the golden 

calf. But God wants to be in the midst, the middle 

of the Children of Israel.  
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The people were doing their own thing and God 

was on the outside.  God wants to be in the 

center.  God was setting the standard that He will 

not be a slice of your life but He must be the 

CENTER of your life!  

 

The tabernacle was at the center of the camp and 

every tent door was facing towards the 

tabernacle.  

 

One of the major problems today in many 

Christians lives is that God is NOT the center of 

our lives!  

 

Many are still trying to build some shanty tent for 

God on the outskirts of our lives and come in once 

or twice a week and praise the Lord and run in 

and out of it.  However, God plays second fiddle 

to NO ONE!  IŜ ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ ǿŀƴǘ ǘƻ ōŜ ƻƴ ǘƘŜ 

outskirts but the ABSOLUTE center of our lives.   

 

When Christ becomes the center of our lives our 

giving of our money, time, talents and our energy 

will never become an issue.  Because every time

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Some notes about the Tabernacle 

 

The outer court curtains were white so that you 

could see from a distance that you were 

approaching a God that was pure and holy.   

 

 

Although there outer court was made of curtains 

there was only one way to enter.   

 

(John 10:9 NKJV)  "I am the door. If anyone enters 

by Me, he will be saved, and will go in and out 

and find pasture. 

 

(John 14:6 NKJV)  Jesus said to him, "I am the way, 

the truth, and the life. No one comes to the 

Father except through Me. 

 

The only way to God is through Jesus and 

accepting him as the only way to God.  

 

The Trinity and The Tabernacle  

 

The Tabernacle is made up of three parts and you 

cannot have the whole without the three. 
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You have the outer court and the inner tent, 

which is made up of two parts, The Holy Place and 

The Holy of Holies  

 

You can see the Trinity in the Tabernacle, Outer 

Court, Holy Place and the Holy of Holies.  The 

Trinity is Father, Son and Holy Spirit, three distinct 

person but one God.  The Tabernacle is three 

distinct components but one Tabernacle.       
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The first thing you see when you enter the outer 

courts of the tabernacle is The Brazen altar of 

Burnt offerings or sacrifices.  

 

 

You could see the fire and smell the stench of the 

burnt sacrifice.  Every priest and every person 

knew that, that animal was their substitute and its 

fate should have been theirs.  However, God 

allowed that innocent sacrifice take your place.
