The Ark of the Covenant
Part 1
Ex 25:10

God uses symbols and metaphors —
something we can relate to. And that s
important as we look at the Tabernacle and
relate it to Christ.

The Tabernacle and all its parts are a shadow
of or a type of what Christ was and/or is.

The Tabernacle and later the Temple are also
shadows of the true Tabernacle in Heaven.

Heb 8:1-6(NKJV) 1Now this is the main point
of the things we are saying: We have such a
High Priest, who is seated at the right hand of
the throne of the Majesty in the heavens, 2a
Minister of the sanctuary and of the true
tabernacle which the Lord erected, and not
man. 3For every high priest is appointed to
offer both gifts and sacrifices. Therefore it is
necessary that this One also have something
to offer. 4For if He were on earth, He would
not be a priest, since there are priests who
offer the gifts according to the law; 5who
serve the copy and shadow of the heavenly
things, as Moses was divinely instructed
when he was about to make the tabernacle.
For He said, & { & you make all things
according to the pattern shown you on the
Y 2 dzy (i 6Bdt oM Ee has obtained a
more excellent ministry, inasmuch as He is
also Mediator of a better covenant, which
was established on better promises.

God is a specific God —
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God didn’t just suggest to Moses that he build a
tent and maybe but a couple of rooms in it and
call it the Tabernacle. God was painstakingly
detailed in the design of the Tabernacle.

But if God is so specific about building in such
detail something that is so insignificant as a tent
then you know God has a plan for your life.

Let’s recap the layout of the Tent of Meeting —
the Tabernacle and how it relates to the
Godhead. {Picture of the Tabernacle}

Lamp standg oil and lightg

Anointing oil was physically used by rubbing or
pouring upon the person.

The oil represents or is a symbol of the Holy
Spirit. There are several verses throughout the
Bible that connect anointing oil to the Holy
Spirit.

When Saul was anointed king of Israel

1 Sa 10:1-10(NKJV) 1Then Samuel took a flask of
oil and poured it on his head, and kissed him and
said: “Is it not because the LORD has anointed
you commander over His inheritance? 5After
that you shall come to the hill of God where the
Philistine garrison is. And it will happen, when
you have come there to the city, that you will
meet a group of prophets coming down from the
high place with a stringed instrument, a
tambourine, a flute, and a harp before them;
and they will be prophesying. 6Then the Spirit of
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the LORD will come upon you, and you will
prophesy with them and be turned into another
man. 9So it was, when he had turned his back to
go from Samuel, that God gave him another
heart; and all those signs came to pass that day.
10When they came there to the hill, there was a
group of prophets to meet him; then the Spirit
of God came upon him, and he prophesied
among them.

When Dawd was anointed as king of Israel

1 Sa 16:12-13(NKJV) 12So he sent and brought
him in. Now he was ruddy, with bright eyes, and
good-looking. And the LORD said, “Arise, anoint
him; for this is the one!” 13Then Samuel took
the horn of oil and anointed him in the midst of
his brothers; and the Spirit of the LORD came
upon David from that day forward. So Samuel
arose and went to Ramah.

Jesus was anointed by the Holy Spirit

Lk 4:18(NKJV) 184 ¢ BpSit of the LORD is upon
Me, Because He has anointed Me To preach the
gospel to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the
brokenhearted, To proclaim liberty to the
captives And recovery of sight to the blind, To
set at liberty those who are oppressed;

Ac 10:38(NKJV) 38how God anointed Jesus of
Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power,
who went about doing good and healing all who
were oppressed by the devil, for God was with
Him.

Oil also burns Mt 3:11(NKJV) 111 indeed
baptize you with water unto repentance, but He
who is coming after me is mightier than |, whose
sandals | am not worthy to carry. He will baptize
you with the Holy Spirit and fire.
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Ac 2:1-4(NKJV) 1When the Day of Pentecost had
fully come, they were all with one accord in one
place. 2And suddenly there came a sound from
heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled
the whole house where they were sitting. 3Then
there appeared to them divided tongues, as of
fire, and one sat upon each of them. 4And they
were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to
speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave
them utterance.

When the Holy Spirit reveals the Word of God it
is light!

The lamp stand also represents Jesus because
He is the revelabn of God to man and He is the
light of the world.

Jn 8:12(NKJV) 12Then Jesus spoke to them again,
saying, “I am the light of the world. He who
follows Me shall not walk in darkness, but have
the light of life.”

Jn 14:8-9(NKJV) 8Philip said to Him, “Lord, show
us the Father, and it is sufficient for us.” 9Jesus
said to him, “Have | been with you so long, and
yet you have not known Me, Philip? He who has
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seen Me has seen the Father; so how can you
say, ‘Show us the Father’?

Lk 1:79(NKJV) 79To give light to those who sit in
darkness and the shadow of death, To guide our
feet into the way of peace.”

Lk 2:30-32(NKJV) 30For my eyes have seen Your
salvation 31Which You have prepared before the
face of all peoples, 32A light to bring revelation
to the Gentiles, And the glory of Your people
Israel.”

Altar of incense represents Praise and worship
and prayers as we looked at last session.

All these pieces of furniture are leading up to the
Ark of the Covenant.

Text Ex 25:141
The Ark of the Covenant —is a shadow of Christ

The description of the furnishings of the
Tabernacle here begins with the ark of the
covenant which was placed in the holy of holies;
because in revelation of Himself God begins
from Himself, working outward toward man, as
in approach the worshiper begins from himself,
moving toward God in the holy of holies.

There are 2 arks we need to learn from that give
us a better understanding of the ark of the
covenant.

b 2 I K QGenle:NJ15

It was to be an ark of safety for all who would
come on board It was pitched or covered w/n &
w/0 so as to preserve its contents
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God gave the plan and man built it according to
the plan. If you don’t follow the plan you’re
going to sink. So when the storm came it
couldn’t break through God’s plan and man’s
obedience

Mt 7:24-27(NKJV) 24“Therefore whoever hears
these sayings of Mine, and does them, | will liken
him to a wise man who built his house on the
rock: 25and the rain descended, the floods
came, and the winds blew and beat on that
house; and it did not fall, for it was founded on
the rock. 26“But everyone who hears these
sayings of Mine, and does not do them, will be
like a foolish man who built his house on the
sand: 27and the rain descended, the floods
came, and the winds blew and beat on that
house; and it fell. And great was its fall.”

Jas 1:22-25(NKJV) 22But be doers of the word,
and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves.
23For if anyone is a hearer of the word and not a
doer, he is like a man observing his natural face
in a mirror; 24for he observes himself, goes
away, and immediately forgets what kind of man
he was.

(Heb 11:7 NKJV) By faith Noah, being divinely
warned of things not yet seen, moved with godly
fear, prepared an ark for the saving of his
household, ....

The ark of Moses Ex 2:36
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Moses was preserved because of His mother’s
obedience to God’s plan rather than man’s plan.
She pitched it w/n and w/o. This is a baby
resting in the safety of the ark. The baby is safely
afloat and the snakes can’t get to him. The
Alligators can’t get to him.

You can go through anything but remember it’s
not what you’re going through but what you’re
riding in that gives you comfort or anxiety.

When Jesus was in the boat with the disciples
and the storm came up they didn’t realize how
safe they were. In fact they were safer in the
boat with Jesus in the raging storm then they
would have been if they had been on dry land
under a clear sky without Jesus.

You are safe not because of your condition but
because of your position. It’s not your strength
but His strength that will carry you through.

Is 41:10-13(NKJV) 10Fear not, for | am with you;
Be not dismayed, for | am your God. | will
strengthen you, Yes, | will help you, | will uphold
you with My righteous right hand.” 11“Behold,
all those who were incensed against you Shall be
ashamed and disgraced; They shall be as
nothing, And those who strive with you shall
perish. 12You shall seek them and not find
them— Those who contended with you. Those
who war against you Shall be as nothing, As a
nonexistent thing. 13For |, the LORD your God,
will hold your right hand, Saying to you, ‘Fear
not, | will help you.’

Is 43:1-2(NKJV) 1But now, thus says the LORD,
who created you, O Jacob, And He who formed
you, O Israel: “Fear not, for | have redeemed
you; | have called you by your name; You are
Mine. 2When you pass through the waters, | will

be with you; And through the rivers, they shall
not overflow you. When you walk through the
fire, you shall not be burned, Nor shall the flame
scorch you.

Is 59:19(NKJV) 19So shall they fear The name of
the LORD from the west, And His glory from the
rising of the sun; When the enemy comes in like
a flood, The Spirit of the LORD will lift up a
standard against him.

As we will see about the Ark of the Covenant it is
a place of Grace and Mercy and therefore a
place of safety.

Now the Ark of the Covenant is in the Holy of
Holies. Everything about the tabernacle has
prepared humanity to meet with Divinity.

The Door - The Brazen Altar - The Laver of Water
- The Table of Show Bread - The Golden Lamp
Stand - The Altar of Incense

There’s only one piece of furniture in the Holy of
Holies and it is the crescendo of the tabernacle.

There’s only once piece, one thing, nothing to
clutter our minds.

Matt 6:33 — Seek first the Kingdom of God and
His righteousness and all these things shall b e
added unto you.

Ex 25:10

Acacia wood — the gum from this tree was used
for medicinal purposes and in reference to Jesus
the Bible says, “there’s healing in His wings”.

Mal 4:2(NKJV) 2But to you who fear My name
The Sun of Righteousness shall arise With
healing in His wings; And you shall go out And
grow fat like stall-fed calves.

Mt 9:20-21(NKJV) 20And suddenly, a woman
who had a flow of blood for twelve years came
from behind and touched the hem of His
garment. 21For she said to herself, “If only | may
touch His garment, | shall be made well.”

Acacia wood was insect resistant and it was a
very hard wood almost indestructible. Jesus is
the Rock of ages. He is the Rock that cannot be
shaken.

Mt 16:18(NKJV) 18And | also say to you that you
are Peter, and on this rock | will build My church,
and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against
it.
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Heb 12:25-28(NKJV) 25See that you do not
refuse Him who speaks. For if they did not
escape who refused Him who spoke on earth,
much more shall we not escape if we turn away
from Him who speaks from heaven, 26whose
voice then shook the earth; but now He has
promised, saying, & , SU 2 Y Ddke n¥t2 NB
only the earth, but also heaven.” 27Now this,
G, St 2y OEcates thékBrdvéal of those
things that are being shaken, as of things that
are made, that the things which cannot be
shaken may remain. 28Therefore, since we are
receiving a kingdom which cannot be shaken, let
us have grace, by which we may serve God
acceptably with reverence and godly fear.

The wood of the ark doesn’t represent Christ’s
divinity but His humanity. The gold represents
His divinity.

Ex 25:11 — The same thing w/ Noah’s ark and
Moses — but not with tar and pitch but with gold.

(John 1:14 NKJV) And the Word became flesh
{wood} and dwelt among us, and we beheld His
glory{gold}, the glory as of the only begotten of
the Father, full of grace and truth.

~ To the shepherds on the hillside of
Bethlehem the angels proclaimed Jesus’ deity
(gold) but when they saw Him wrapped in
swaddling clothes and laying in the manger
they saw His humanity (wood).

~ They saw Him grow up, they said, He’s
humanity — wood
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~ When they heard Him confounding the wise
at age 12 they said, no His divinity.

~ When Jesus was asleep in the boat they said
He’s humanity. But when He arose and
caused the winds and waves to obey Him
they said no He's divine.

~ They saw Him hunger and need rest — He’s
wood but when He fed the 5,000 with 5
loaves and 2 fishes they said, no He’s gold.

~ When they saw Him weep they said, He’s
wood but when He raised the dead they said,
no He’s gold.

~ They sent soldiers to arrest Him = wood but
when they got there and said where is Jesus
= wood = He said “l am He” and the ground
trembled and they fell back = no He’s gold! Jn
18:4-6

(John 1:14 NKJV) And the Word became flesh
{wood} and dwelt among us, and we beheld His
glory{gold}, the glory as of the only begotten of
the Father, full of grace and truth.

God was on the inside (gold) and flesh on the
outside (wood) but all of that was about to
change as Jesus went to the cross.

(John 17:1 NKJV) Jesus spoke these words, lifted
up His eyes to heaven, and said: "Father, the
hour has come. Glorify Your Son, that Your Son
also may glorify You,

(John 17:5 NKJV) "And now, O Father, glorify Me
together with Yourself, with the glory which |
had with You before the world was.
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At the cross God was overlaying the outside with
gold. When Jesus hung on the cross as wood —
on wood — He still had the option of the gold.

He could have at any time called 10k angels
down but he looked down through the telescope
of time and saw you and me!

(Heb 12:2 NKJV) looking unto Jesus, the author
and finisher of our faith, who for the joy that
was set before Him endured the cross, despising
the shame, and has sat down at the right hand
of the throne of God.

We see the finished product at Christ’s
resurrection — He now has a glorified body. It’s
been over laid with gold.

Ex 25:12

4 rings - 4 gospels - 4 corners of the earth -
Jerusalem — Judea — Samaria — Utter most parts
of the earth...The ark (God’s presence) is for
everyone! Jesus died for all.

Jn 3:16(NKJV) 16For God so loved the world that
He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever
believes in Him should not perish but have
everlasting life.

Ro 10:9-13(NKJV) 9that if you confess with your

mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart

that God has raised Him from the dead, you will

be saved. 10For with the heart one believes unto
righteousness, and with the mouth confession is

made unto salvation. 11For the Scripture says,

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The staves inserted & the priest carried the ark
and when they went into battle the ark went
first because they knew the battle was not theirs
but the Lord!

The priest carried the Ark on their shoulders and
the Ark represented the presence of the Lord.

The Bible says that “The Lord inhabits —is
enthroned upon-the praises of His people!”

When the Children of Israel got the Jordan River
it was at flood stage but God went first because
they took the ark and when the priest’s feet
touched the water the water stood up in a heap!

(Isa 43:2 NKJV) When you pass through the
waters, | will be with you; And through the
rivers, they shall not overflow you. When you
walk through the fire, you shall not be burned,
Nor shall the flame scorch you.

When they got to Jericho — the ark went 1* and
they knew ... No weapon formed against me
shall prosper!

Is 54:17(NKJV) 17No weapon formed against you
shall prosper, And every tongue which rises
against you in judgment You shall condemn. This
IS the heritage of the servants of the LorD, And
their righteousness is from Me,” Says the LORD.

THE LORD IS WITH YOU!
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The Ark is simply a box but the lid was the
mercy seat.

Ex 25:17-22

The Mercy Seat is made from pure gold not
wood overlaid with gold. Humanity would have
no part in determining if God would have mercy.
God’s mercy is a completely divine act.

The Mercy Seat is a shadow of the Throne of
God.

Is 6:1-3(NKJV) 1In the year that King Uzziah died,
| saw the Lord sitting on a throne, high and lifted
up, and the train of His robe filled the temple.
2Above it stood seraphim; each one had six
wings: with two he covered his face, with two he
covered his feet, and with two he flew. 3And
one cried to another and said: “Holy, holy, holy
IS the LORD of hosts; The whole earth is full of His

glory!”

Re 4:2-3(NKJV) 2Immediately | was in the Spirit;
and behold, a throne set in heaven, and One sat
on the throne. 3And He who sat there was like a
jasper and a sardius stone in appearance; and
there was a rainbow around the throne, in
appearance like an emerald. Re 4:8(NKJV) 8The
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four living creatures, each having six wings, were
full of eyes around and within. And they do not
rest day or night, saying: “Holy, holy, holy, Lord
God Almighty, Who was and is and is to come!”

¢tKS aSNOe {SIidi slayQid 0 - LJXFOS 27
until there was blood of the sacrifice sprinkled
upon it.

Le 16:14(NKJV) 14He shall take some of the
blood of the bull and sprinkle it with his finger
on the mercy seat on the east side; and before
the mercy seat he shall sprinkle some of the
blood with his finger seven times.

Heb 9:7-8(NKJV) 7But into the second part the
high priest went alone once a year, not without
blood, which he offered for himself and for the
people’s sins committed in ignorance; 8the Holy
Spirit indicating this, that the way into the
Holiest of All was not yet made manifest while
the first tabernacle was still standing.

Heb 9:11-14(NKJV) 11But Christ came as High
Priest of the good things to come, with the
greater and more perfect tabernacle not made
with hands, that is, not of this creation. 12Not
with the blood of goats and calves, but with His
own blood He entered the Most Holy Place once
for all, having obtained eternal redemption.
13For if the blood of bulls and goats and the
ashes of a heifer, sprinkling the unclean,
sanctifies for the purifying of the flesh, 14how
much more shall the blood of Christ, who
through the eternal Spirit offered Himself
without spot to God, cleanse your conscience
from dead works to serve the living God?

Now we can come to the Throne of God as a
place of mercy
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Heb 4:14-16(NKJV) 14Seeing then that we have a
great High Priest who has passed through the
heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast
our confession. 15For we do not have a High
Priest who cannot sympathize with our
weaknesses, but was in all points tempted as we
are, yet without sin. 16Let us therefore come
boldly to the throne of grace, that we may
obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of
need.
